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MUUNTAIN LIUN EXHIBIT The Zoo Mountain Lion Exhibit is a design-build project for
native California felines. Each habitat focuses on a different
AND GRAPHIC DESIGN regional hike, with iconic landforms, water features, and

plant communities. Within the habitats, a system of animal
enrichment features such as zip lines, training walls,
automatic feeders, and enrichment cavities provide a
stimulating environment. Topographic and natural features
enable patrolling, observation, and exploratory wild
behaviors. Interpretive graphic panels provide a deeper
dive and connect visitors to mountain lions as well as the
flora and fauna critical to the survival of the ecosystem.
Additional signage explores the relationship of mountain
lions to other species within the North American family of
wild cats.
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AMAZON RAINFOREST BUILDING

In collaboration with Architects Design, Ukholo
developed a schematic design study for a new
indoor rainforest habitat. The new three story
building features three different habitats: riverine,
forest ground, and canopy level.

Each level is interwoven with several mixed
species exhibits and flocks of free-flying birds.
Event space and an observation bridge on the third
level provide views overlooking the rainforest
canopy,
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CLUUD FUREST The Cloud Forest represents a unique and fragile

environment of the high elevation forest habitats of

South-East Asia. Zoo guests begin their journey through

e an underground tunnel experiencing with tactile, low
light, and auditory impressions of the rainforest before
they enter into a lush green jungle. Guests experience
sensory richness and opportunities for water and whole-
body play. A touch waterfall invites water play and a
nearby cave is home to flying foxes. After visiting the
rainforest hall, the guests play and relax in an
interpretive gallery featuring an augmented reality
theater, conservation and science games, virtual reality
interpretive, and hugging orangutans in an informal
decompression classroom. The grand finale of the
experience is a restaurant with grand views into the
rainforest landscape and amur tigers habitat.
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AFRICAN SA\’AN NA I.IUN EXHIBIT This new and immersive lion habitat is the anchor to the

z00's African savanna therefore many different viewing
and engagement opportunities were distributed around
the habitat perimeter. The encounters range from quiet
viewing at a log structure covered in verdant vines to
more formal experiences in an African hut classroom.
Elsewhere visitors can observe positive reinforcement
training at the demonstration wall and even see the lions
in colder weather with views into the dayroom. In the
exhibit, the landform was mounded to conceal barriers
and eliminate visitor cross viewing while also enhancing
animal welfare by meeting their needs for elevated
positions.




CAPTIVE CONSERVATION
AND BREEDING CENTRE
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Working with [UCN Saola Working Group, Ukholo
developed plans for a conservation center for endangered
forest hoofstock and other species in the Annamite
mountains of Vietnam, with an emphasis on reproducing the
elusive saola. The facility uses enclosed natural habitats to
mitigate most threats to saola and to preserve critical
wildlife populations,

Additionally, the Centre will serve as a large capacity-
building facility for protection of the forest, to be used by
both international and local people working at the Centre,
and will increase our knowledge of saola biology and
behavior, which in turn, will improve conservation of the
species in the wild. The Centre utilizes retrofitted existing
buildings on site, for example an existing covered
badminton court is converted into holding, quarantine, and
veterinary facilities.
